Anawat Sampanthavivat, an independent artist, graduated from Silapakara, the most famous Fine
Arts University in Thailand. The 1984 series of his painting donated for the 29th Lunar Celebration to
help raise fund for the flood victims in Thailand are true representation of Bangkok-style fine arts.
Classical Thai painting at the beginning of the Bangkok era is clearly influenced by the 18th century
Chinese arts. All the paintings offered for tonight auction are the original series of painting hung to
decorate partitions and walls throughout Arun’s Thai Restaurant for a decade, from 1985 through
1995, until the restaurant was renovated. This
first piece in the series is one of the famous episodes in Ramakian, a Thai version of Ramayana, one
of the most famous Indian epic stories. This particular scene shows green-colored Indra, a mighty
God, leading his celestial procession; or, rather a troop, to fool and discourage Prince Rama, hoping
that when Prince Rama saw the mighty Indra’s troop, Prince Rama would be fearful to resist the
mighty celestial troop and retreated immediately. Nevertheless, it was in fact not the Indra’s troop;
but Intarachit’s troop in disguise. Intarachit was King Tosakan’s brother who was the cause of con-
flict and indeed Prince Rama’s fierce enemy. By King’s Tosakan’s royal command, Intarachit unwill-
ingly transformed himself to be Indra God and the troop under his command to be the powerful ce-
lestial troop.
